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America Recycles Day Weekly Announcements
Recycling is the easiest thing we can all do to improve our community, conserve natural resources, and create green jobs.  Here are some simple tips about recycling to inspire students to participate.  Each day please share a tip by repeating the 1st paragraph followed by the “Tip” of the day.
SCRIPT:

“Good morning. Did you know recycling is the easiest thing we can all do to protect nature, promote biodiversity and reduce pollution? This week we are celebrating America Recycles. Please take action, make environmentally responsible choices and always recycle.”
1. Monday Tip – “Did you know Michigan’s Great Lakes are the world’s largest body of fresh water? It’s up to us to help protect our beautiful lakes by recycling. Recycling reduces water pollution by 35%! Never throw away plastic bottles, paper, aluminum cans, cardboard milk cartons or boxes!  They are valuable resources that get processed and converted into new products. Thank you for recycling!”
2. Tuesday Tip-  “Recycling paper requires 70% less energy compared with making paper by cutting down trees. Think about the forests we preserve to protect animal habitats and biodiversity.  Thank you for recycling!”
3. Wednesday Tip- “One recycled plastic bottle saves enough energy to power a 30-watt light bulb for 6 hours.  Remember to first empty out liquids before recycling.  Thank you for recycling!”
4. Thursday Tip- “Did you know one recycled aluminum can saves enough energy to power a video game for 3 hours? So please recycle your cans and make sure they are completely empty before you place them in the recycling containers. Thank you for recycling!”
5. Friday Tip- “Question: What do candy wrappers, chip bags, and plastic bags have in common? Answer: They are not recyclable.  So - keep our recycling containers clean and put your candy wrappers, chip bags and zip-lock bags in the Trash. Thank you for helping protect our Great Lakes and biodiversity. “
